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HAVE YoOu LosT YOUR VOICE?

Dawn and I had the opportunity to pray for a man in a
personal one-on-one session. His name is "Jack," and 1s
probably in his sixties. We had met him a few times in the
past, and quickly noticed he rarely spoke. It is not that he
1s unintelligent, but it was clear something was not right.
When Dawn and [ began to ask the Lord about his spiri-
tual gifts and ministry call on his life, we were amazed at
what God revealed. We discovered he has a very strong
spiritual gift of prophecy. (See 1 Corinthians 12:7-11.)
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1 Kings 17:1 the scriptures say, "Elijah... said to Ahab, 'As the

Lord God of Israel lives, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years,
except at my word." So, what was the problem with Jack?

As we continued to pray for him, he revealed that in 1973 he had a conflict with his
church. He shared something publicly to the congregation, and it was not received. After
that moment, he made an inner vow not to speak to groups again. As a result, he rarely
talked to anybody. It became clear the enemy was successful at keeping this man's spiritual
gift of prophecy silent for over four decades. As soon as we broke this off in the spirit, he
began to speak to Dawn and I like a new person. If the enemy has "stolen your voice,"
hrepent of sins, be washed in the blood of Jesus, and get your voice back in Jesus' name.
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
